TUITION SCHEDULE - 2007 - 2008 School Year

The cost of educating one (1) child at St. James for the coming year is close to $3,800.00.  Tuition covers
only a portion of that expense; the congregation of St. James subsidizes the school from its regular Sunday
morning offerings to make up the difference.

REGISTRATION FEE
St. James charges an annual registration fee per child of $100.00 for students in grades 1-8 and $50.00  for
students enrolling in Pre-School – Kindergarten.  These fees are OVER AND ABOVE tuition.

EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION

Pre-School I (ages 3-4, members and non-members alike) $ 600.00 / year
Pre-School II (ages 4-5, members and non-members alike) $ 800.00 / year

Member Tuition $ 650.00 / yearKindergarten NON-Member Tuition $ 900.00 / year

ELEMENTARY EDUCATION

Member Tuition $ 1,200.00 / yearGrades 1-8 NON-Member Tuition $ 2,000.00 / year

Since 2001, the Board of Education has followed a policy that gives a 25% reduction of the tuition base rate
for every additional child from the same family that attends St. James Ev. Lutheran School (in Grades 1-8).

Your first child would pay 100% of tuition
Your second child would be charged only 75% of tuition.
Your third child would be charged 50% of tuition.
Your fourth child would be charged 25% of tuition.
Your fifth child (if all were attending in grades 1-8 at the same time) would not be
charged any tuition at all.

Fourth Child $ 500.00 $ 300.00

In addition to tuition, there is a bussing fee of $ 550.00 per family per year.

St. James Lutheran School operates by faith.  No one will be turned away from receiving a Christian
education because of inability to pay.  Our Board of Christian Education will work with families to make
adjustments to the above schedule where need is evident.
